     "The appeal against the order for costs made on 02-Aug-2001, be adjourned generally"

5 - The Claimant submits, that the bankruptcy order dated 19-April-2004, issued in the 
     Guildford County Court on behalf ot he Defendants against the Claimant, was malicious in 
     intent and designed to prevent the Claimant's case from being proceeded with.

7 - The Claimant submits that the bankruptcy action against him was a deliberate attempt by 
     the Defendants to defer from the edicts of (CPR 1.1 to 1.4) and hence if pervert the course
     of natural justice, The Claimant has applied for this bankruptcy order to be annulled.
